WHEREAS, A121, the "Smart Container Act" has been proposed in the New Jersey
General Assembly and would require a deposit on most beverage containers sold in the state of New
Jersey; and

WHEREAS, mandatory recycling has been in effect for decades in New Jerseglingc
rates in the state have dropped precipitously to 33%; and

WHEREAS, the 11 states, including nearby New York, Delaware, Connecticut,
Massachusetts, and Maine, that currently have deposits on beverage containers enjoy recycling rates



2-3 times that bNew Jersey; and

WHEREAS, New Jersey taxpayers are being burdened with increased demand on collection
and disposal fees at the municipal level as a result of the popularity of bottled water and other
beverages with as much 70% of bottles and cans enginmgour burgeoning landfills or
incinerators; and

WHEREAS, the deposit inot a tax-the deposit is returned directly to the consumer upon
return of the container. Unclaimed deposits will not go into a general revenue stream for the state,
but rather 7% will be dedicated to environmental projects and education programs and the
remaining 25% will go to redemption centers and retailers to offset costs.

WHEREAS, the governing bodies of Rochelle Park and Maywood deem it to leeliagh
interests of the people in their respective communities to enter into such an agreement for the
provision of motor vehicle fuel to the Borough of Maywood by the Township of Rochelle Park;

County, New Jersey, pursuant to the provisions.4f5.4. 40A:651 et seq. andN.J.S.4. 40A:111
et seq., that the Mayor is hereby authorized to execute, and the Borough Clerk to attest-an Inter
local Government Services agreement between theugbrof Maywood and the Township of
Rochelle Park for the provision of motor vehicle fuel to the Borough of Maywood by the Township
of Rochelle Park upon the following terms and conditions:

1. The cost of the fuel to the Borough of Maywood will be theaayemonthly cost to the
Township of Rochelle Park plus $ .20 per gallon.

2. The fuel pumps are located on Rochelle Avenue behind the Fire House. The pumps are
available 24 hours per day/seven days a week.

3. The Township of Rochelle Park shall pravidr each vehicle of the Borough of
Maywood using said pumps a special key at a cost of approximatelyl$lfer key assigned to
each driver thereof identified by the last four digits of their social security number.

4. Township of Rochelle Park shhlll the Borough of Maywood monthly with payment
due within 30 days.

5. In addition to the special keys and the fuel cost, Maywood shall be responsible for one
third (with similar contributions from Rochelle Park and Saddle Brook) of the cost of ngphiei
equipment (including fuel pumps, fuel tanks & computer) and cost of software used for the storage,
dispensing and calculation of gasoline. In the event that Rochelle Park enters into additional
agreements with additional parties, the respectiaeesof the Borough of Maywood shall be
adjusted accordingly.



6. The term of this agreement shall be for five (5) years from the date of execution by both
parties with a provision that either party may cancel this agreement upon thirty (30) days written
notice to the other.

7. Nothing contained herein shall be deemed to require the Borough of Maywood to
purchase its motor vehicle fuel from Rochelle Park or to preclude the Borough of Maywood from
purchasing motor vehicle fuel from other sources; and foether
